 Where can I go from your spirit?  Where can I flee from your presence? 
 If I go up to the heavens, you are there;  If I make my bed in the depths, you are there. 
 

Sharing your highs and lows is a wonderful way to connect with your family on more than a surface level.  It’s also a great way 
to get the conversations going, especially when your children get to the age when getting them to speak in more than grunts 
and sighs seems like a major effort. 
 

Play the game of “High, Low, Waddaya Know?”  In this game nobody loses, and everyone gets the opportunity to take a turn. 
 

The first person shares the high of the day and gets to elaborate on why this is such a high.  High fives all around!  Now the 
rest of the family takes a turn, each one sharing the high.  Next it’s time to share the low and, again, everyone gets a turn. 
 

After the highs and lows, it’s time for “Whaddaya Know?”  Each family member shares something they learned that day, some 
piece of information they are eager to tell.  No gossip allowed!   
 

Another good question to add to the mix is “Where did you find God today?”  “I found God in the singing birds in the trees.”  
“I found God in the hug I got from Dad this morning.”  Your family will be on the lookout for God in everyday events and 
people. 
 

When your family and friends gather at your dinner table, invite them to play the game with you.  It’s a good way to get to 
know your child’s friends and engage them in the conversation.  It might lead to this game being played at their family dinner 
table too!

Operat-
ing income of $135,817, year to date, was about $5,100 under budget.  Receipts from contri-
butions of $48,255 for the month of March were about $4,600 over budget.

Payroll and benefits is over budget for the year due to 3 pay periods in January, and advanced 
second quarter health insurance payment.

Restricted Funds March Activity Summary: 
 

A new restricted fund, Capital Needs-Property Fund, was established to accumulate income 
from the Endowment Fund assets for the future capital needs of our building complex.  The 
Session approved this plan in February.  The Endowment Fund income is no longer being used 
to support the operating budget.  The 2011 first quarter Endowment Fund income of $7,225 
was transferred into the Vanguard Prime Money Market account.

Long-Range Building Renovation and Improvement 
Plan 

Summary—By Don Pizer 

As noted in an article last month the first article in this series, in February the Session approved 
a long-range plan to make building repairs, renovations and improvements (“capital needs”).  
The plan will be carried out over a period of 10-20 years, at a cost estimated in the neighbor-
hood of $1.2 million, and will be funded first by using the proceeds of the John Thomas Estate 
bequest ($350,000) and second by Endowment Fund income (not principal). 

We have an older church building.  While the building has been well-maintained, larger issues 
arise.  In the fall, the property committee commissioned a study and analysis by S. Harris Ltd., 
engineers and consultants, to obtain an assessment of the entire building.  The property com-
mittee is using this report as a guide in identifying and prioritizing the capital needs. 

In a series of articles in the church bulletin, we have reviewed the major needs and costs for 
(1) roofs and exterior façade, (2) building envelope and site, (3) building code and safety, and 
(3) mechanical systems.  Repairs to our roofs, masonry, gutters and downspouts will cost ap-
proximately $175,000 over the next 10 years, assuming we do not have to completely replace 
either of the slate roofs.  Window maintenance and insulation along with site drainage will cost 
another $220,000 or so over the next 10 years.  Building code and safety issues along with our 
mechanical systems are expected to cost approximately $120,000 in the next 10 years. 

Broadly, we expect to address these capital issues in the following time frames, with less cer-
tainty in later years:
